While plenty of first-hand accounts were written in journals and letters, the event has also been immortalized in fiction, most recently in Time’s Enemy, a time travel novel by local author Jennette Marie Powell.

Time’s Enemy is Book One of the Saturn Society series, about a secret society of psychic time travelers, with a local chapter in Dayton. Time’s Enemy is the story of Tony Solomon, an unwilling initiate who’s wanted by the Society for a crime he hasn’t yet committed. But first, he must figure out how his newfound ability works. Tony takes his first trip to the past, only to find  himself in the midst of one of Dayton’s significant historical events when he jumps back to 1913. Trapped in an attic during the great flood, he saves the life of  Charlotte Henderson, a nine-year-old girl. Together, they battle rising floodwaters and encroaching fires to find safety.

Later, Tony jumps back to 1933 to seek help from Charlotte. A beautiful woman and a time traveler herself, Charlotte is loyal to the Saturn Society. When Tony confronts her, she faces a terrible choice—condemn the man she loves and to whom she owes her life, or deny her deepest convictions by helping him escape and risk sharing his sentence.
